Removal of Stock Exhaust:

1. Loosen the clamp at the front pipe of the stock muffler. Refer to Figure 1.

2. Loosen and remove the nuts from the upper and lower mounting screws.
Refer to Figures 2 & 3. Note that the door on the rear storage compartment must be open to
access the top screw.

3. Remove the mounting screws and then remove the stock muffler by sliding the front pipe
off of the exhaust pipe.

Installation of MBRP Exhaust:

1. Place the stock clamp* onto the Inlet Pipe, then slide the Inlet Pipe onto the stock exhaust
pipe. Leave the clamp loose to allow the pipe to be rotated into position as required. Slide
the Inlet Clamp over the other end of the pipe.

*For model years 2021 and up, use the provided 1.875” Clamp.

2. Using a Lock Washer and Hex Nut, attach one of the Rubber Isolators to the top bracket
on the Muffler Assembly, and the other to the lower mount on the vehicle. Refer to Figure 4.

3. Move the Muffler Assembly into position by placing the top Rubber Isolator into the upper
exhaust mounting hole and the bottom muffler bracket onto the lower Rubber Isolator.
Secure both mounts using the two remaining Lock Washers and Hex Nuts. Refer to Figure 4.

4. Move the Inlet Pipe into position to mate to the inlet of the Muffler Assembly. Slide the
Inlet Clamp over the muffler inlet and tighten it until the connection is secure.
Refer to Figure 5.

5. Finally, verify that exhaust is positioned properly with adequate clearance, and then
tighten all connections.

It is recommended that the muffler screws be retightened after the first ride and checked
periodically thereafter, tightening if necessary.

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Spark Arrestor Maintenance

In order to maintain optimal performance, the spark arrestor
screen should be cleaned after the first 3 hours of use. Afterwards,
clean every 30-35 hours of use.

Clean-out Instructions:

Make sure the vehicle is cool before completing the clean-out procedure.

1. Using a 4mm hex key, remove the 4 screws securing the outlet cap or tip.
(Figure 1)

2. Remove the outlet cap to expose the spark arrestor screen insert.
(Figure 2)

3. Remove the screen insert. (Figure 3)

4. Using a wire brush, thoroughly brush the screen to remove residue.
(Figure 4)

5. Replace the screen and cap.

6. Tighten the screws to 60 in-lbs (6.8 Nm).
