Removal of Stock Exhaust:

1. In order to remove the stock exhaust, the rear rack and storage compartment must be
lifted slightly to allow the muffler hangers to clear the bottom of the storage
compartment.

2. Remove the four (4) centre screws on the top of the rack as indicated in Figure 1, then
open the rear compartment and remove the four (4) screws around the compartment
opening as indicated in Figure 2.

3. Remove the two (2) bolts securing the small heat shield to the inlet of the stock muffler,
then remove the two (2) springs securing the muffler inlet. Refer to Figure 3.

4. Remove the two (2) springs from the lower muffler mount.

5. Lift the rear compartment upwards and use a temporary spacer (refer to Figure 4) to
hold it in the lifted position, then slide the muffler hangers out of the rubber isolators to
remove the muffler. *Note: the front pipe may have to be held upward for the muffler
inlet to clear it. If the inlet gasket came off the front pipe with the muffler, place it back
onto the pipe to use with the new exhaust.

Installation of MBRP Exhaust:

1. With the rear compartment still lifted, slide the hangers on the new Muffler Assembly
into the rubber isolator mounts (move the front pipe upward as needed to clear the
muffler inlet).

2. Place the bottom bracket of the Muffler Assembly over the center locator and secure it
into position by installing the two stock springs onto the bracket, then install the other two
springs onto the muffler inlet. Refer to Figure 5.

3. Lower the rear rack and storage compartment back into place and replace the eight (8)
screws that were removed previously.

It is recommended that the muffler screws be retightened after the first ride and checked
periodically thereafter, tightening if necessary.

Note: This muffler utilizes a quiet insert (pre-installed) to limit sound levels. If increased
exhaust flow is desired, replace the quiet insert with the Ring Insert by removing the

muffler tip and the spark arrestor. Reinstall the spark arrestor with the Ring Insert. Note
that tuning may be required for optimal performance with the increase in flow capacity.

Spark Arrestor Maintenance

In order to maintain optimal performance, the spark arrestor
screen should be cleaned after the first 3 hours of use.
Afterwards, clean every 30-35 hours of use.

Clean-out Instructions:

Make sure the vehicle is cool before completing the clean-out procedure.

1. Using a 4mm hex key, remove the 4 screws securing the outlet cap or tip.
(Figure 1)

2. Remove the outlet cap to expose the spark arrestor screen insert.
(Figure 2)

3. Remove the screen insert. (Figure 3)

4. Using a wire brush, thoroughly brush the screen to remove residue.
(Figure 4)

5. Replace the screen and cap.

6. Tighten the screws to 60 in-lbs (6.8 Nm).
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
