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Removal of Stock Exhaust: 
 

CAUTION: THIS EXHAUST IS EXTREMELY HOT WHEN THE ENGINE 

HAS BEEN RUNNING. ALLOW THE EXHUAST TO FULLY COOL 

BEFORE PERFORMING THIS INSTALLATION. 
 

1. Raise the dump bed to gain access to the stock muffler. 
 

2. Remove the springs mounting the stock muffler to the pipe.  
Refer to Figure 1. 
 

3. Apply a penetrating lubricant to the hangers to ease removal. 
 

4. Lower the dump bed and slide the muffler out from the rear. 
 

                    Installation of MBRP Exhaust: 
 

1. Slide the Muffler Assembly hangers into the factory isolators and re-install 
the factory springs.  
Refer to Figure 2. 
 

Note: to prevent melting avoid running the vehicle while the dump bed is in 
the up position. 
 

It is recommended that the muffler end cap screws be retightened after the first 

ride and checked periodically thereafter, tightening if necessary. 
 

In order to maintain optimal performance, the spark arrestor screen should 

be cleaned after the first 3 hours of use. Afterwards, clean every 30-35 hours 
of use. The spark arrestor can be accessed by removing the four (4) screws 

and outlet tip. Tighten the screws to 60in-lbs (6.8Nm) when reassembling. 
Refer to Figure 3.
