
 
Removal of Stock System: 

 

1. Apply a penetrating lubricant liberally to all exhaust fasteners, hangers and rubber insulators. 

 
2. Loosen the nut on the clamps located behind the particulate filter and behind the muffler using wrench or socket.  

 

3.  Remove the muffler and tail pipe from the OEM rubber hangers.  Remove the stock exhaust from vehicle.   
 

Installation of mbrp Performance Exhaust: 

 

1. The Extension Pipe provided is the proper length when used for the Crew Cab Long Box.  Refer to the diagram if the Extension 

Pipe must be cut.  Slide a 4” Clamp onto inlet end of the Extension Pipe.   
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2.  Install both supplied Hang Tight™ Hangers onto 4.0” Band Clamps using the procedure shown below. (Hang Tight™ Hanger 

not exactly as shown) 

 

 
 

  3. Slide the previously assembled dual Hang Tight™ Hanger Clamp assembly onto the end of the Extension Pipe.  Install the 

hangers into the existing rubber insulators. 

  
 4. Install the Over-Axle Pipe from the rear of the truck, over the axle and attach it to the Extension Pipe using the dual Hang 

Tight™ Hanger Clamp assembly. 

 

5.  Install the second (smaller) Hang Tight™ Hanger Clamp into the existing rubber isolator. Use the Hang Tight™ Hanger 

Clamp to join the Tail Pipe and Over-Axle Pipe. 

 

6.  Align the exhaust as required.  Starting at the front of the exhaust, tighten all clamps and connections.  

 

7.  Check along the whole length of the exhaust system to ensure that there is adequate clearance around the spare tire, fuel and 

brake lines or any wiring.  If any interference is detected relocate or adjust.
