Installation 
 

1. Disconnect negative battery lead. 

 

2. Remove the 3 dash panels to allow access for 

wiring installation. 

Refer to Figure 1. 

 

3. Route the spade connector end of the Switch 

Harness through the access hole beside the master 

cylinder reservoir.   

Refer to Figure 2. 

 

4. Pull the Switch Harness through the firewall and 

route it to the center console.  Remove the 3-place 

switch bezel and remove one of the cover plates.  

Install the Switch into the bezel.  Connect spade 

terminals to the Switch.  Be sure to follow color 

code/pin assignments in Figure 5. Reinstall 

Switch Bezel.

5. Route the Switch Harness front the dash area, 

through the vent hose access hole located in the 

driver side wheel well/firewall area just behind the 

front shock. 

Refer to Figure 6. 

 

6. Route Flood Light and Spot Light wiring in 

through the upper slots, and out the lower slots on 

the bumper uprights.  2 lights per side.  Do not 

mount the Lights yet.

7. Connect the Light Harness to the Switch 

Harness.  Route the long end of the Light Harness 

over the winch mount, behind the radiator towards 

the passenger side.

8. Connect the Light Harness to each of the Lights.  

Gently feed the connectors back into the lower 

slots to allow installation of the Lights on the 

front bumper. 

Refer to Figure 8. 

 

9. Attach the positive red wire to the accessory 

power post, and the black wire to the negative 

ground post.  Secure with M6 Nuts. 

Refer to Figure 9. 

 

10. Secure the wiring harness along its full length 

with the supplied 8” Cable Ties.  Ensure it is 

clear of all steering and pedal components. 

 

11. Install the dash panels removed in step 2. 

 

12. Reconnect negative battery lead.
